Prestige – Paul London, Ticket Technology Manager for London Buses

Prestige     -    PFI contract 1998 – 2015

· Renewal of all bus and underground fare collection equipment – almost complete

· Smartcard ticketing can also be used on DLR, Tramlink and some national rail stations.  Card branded as OYSTER – aim that it is used for all 7 day+ cards with stored value.

· Maximum value of journey debited at start of journey.  Actual value only debited at the end of the journey.

· Touch card reader

· Expected to be introduced across London in early 2004.

Key points of discussion:

	Road Safety issues

John Couch requested topics to be suggested by Boroughs for the Pan London Road Safety Research and Development Group to consider.  A letter will be sent to all London local authorities in the next few weeks.  JL announced that Chris Lines, who is currently working at TRL, had been appointed as Head of Road Safety at TfL.

	Walking, Cycling and Area based Schemes

NL raised the issue of underspending on walking and cycling schemes. This was primarily as a result of the stop start (reconceptualisation) issues at the start of the financial year.  There is still pressure to deliver.  Currently we need to spend £800k per month to spend the budget.  Boroughs asked to consider bringing forward feasibility schemes to spend up this year.

	Scoping study for an independent evaluation of the impacts of the CCS

NL confirmed that ALG has let the contract for before surveys and is preparing tender for the remainder of the work.  ALG met CCS to get agreement on quick release of their data.  RK asked if other London boroughs were paying their staff to drive through the congestion charging scheme.  The City and Lambeth are paying staff. PT raised that they are encountering problems with the congestion charging processes having capability to deal with group applications.

	TTS Issues

i. TTS seminar to take place on 5 February.

ii. LTCC was opened in December.  Police joined in early January with links to Scotland Yard and TOCS.  TTS are setting up a new hub site at the King’s building. Suggested the next meeting be held at LTCC.


	

	
	iii. Signal timings – TTS have a 10 year programme for the introduction of audible tactile signals to bring London in line with the rest of the country. Major projects at Shoreditch, Vauxhall Cross and Trafalgar Square had caused major disruption but signal timings were now on their permanent settings.  JW said that TfL needed to explain their priorities for the reallocation of capacity once CCS has settled down.  JL responded that TfL were to produce a plan.  JL confirmed that the Mayor has responsibility for all traffic signalling equipment.  GH asked if TfL can meet the demands of the Borough work programmes.  JL responded that the work programme is usually constrained by funding.  However, TfL was still endeavouring to train up specialist staff as there was a shortage in this area along with many other areas in the engineering field.  RK requested that the timing sheets should explain what changes had been made, as they are incomprehensible to anyone other than a signal engineer.

	· Weekly reports to Prime Minister’s office to reduce the impact of congestion in London.  Government want to make some rapid changes to NRSA. They will be instructing parliamentary counsel in the next two months on legislative changes which could be implemented in June or July. These could involve primary and secondary legislation with permits and lane rental, (currently being trialled in Camden under LPSA).  Discussions were taking place between TfL, ALG and the Government over legislative changes.  TfL would like to take responsibility for all roads, ALG/Boroughs are promoting that the highway authority should remain responsible.

· DA explained BT were threatening court action against Camden.  Camden had referred this back to the DfT, who had drafted the legislation.
