Andrew Ginscott, Inspector Health and Safety, HSE – Kerb Handling.

solutions are found which will help reduce the number of accidents etc 

within the industry.

3. Matters Arising From Meeting 13th January 2004

Contacts – BSP have sent to all Boroughs a CD, which contains TfL contacts.  It is also available on the TfL website.

Structure Chart – Road Network Operations and DTM requested.

Asset Management Plans – basic questionnaire already sent out to all Boroughs.

4. Reports - Roads Liaison Group

Meeting was held 3/3 and it was agreed that there should be more London influence.  Group was set up by the DfT, County Surveyors Society and TAG to share best practice.  Agreement is reached across the UK through consensus.  It now has taken on the role as advisors to government ministers.

New codes of practice are going to be published which might help publicise the work of the group more.  Lighting is to be published first and Bridges in 2005.  All 3 codes will be published as a Road Liaison Group document and will be available via the web site.  Hard copies will be available at cost.

Backlog –  At the moment there is no agreed definition of the backlog.  TfL has built a model to predict funding to remove the roads backlog.  UKPMS data has been used.  There are concerns regarding Tracs Type Surveys as there is no clear correlation.  DS confirmed that funding of UKPMS surveys of Borough Principal Roads will be continued in parallel with Tracs.

Asset Management Plans – Cambridge CC are leading on a framework document on behalf of CSS, LoTAG should endorse this.   Asset management plans are being launched as a framework on 8th June (flyer on the website).  It was decided that a LoTAG half a day workshop would be beneficial to put forward contributions to the asset management framework on London’s point of view. Highways Maintenance Steering Group – Gordon Pragnell will be stepping down from Chair, need a replacement.  LoTAG need a person volunteer urgently

Roads 2000 contact – Adrian Wood is drawing up 5 years contracts regarding technical surveys.  An extension of the London wide asset survey to cover further assets is on hold but the data is being consolidated and maintained.
