	ROAD 2000 CBC – Results of Consultation with Sector Groups

Chris Britton & Gordon introduced a Road 2000 Draft Strategic Plan for 2004-2009. Consultation had taken place with all Sector Groups from which there had been a positive response for ideas being considered.

There was ongoing support for the lead borough concept to remain, although Gordon cautioned that some initiatives such as London wide condition survey on unclassified roads would be beyond the capacity of one authority. With regard to B&C roads the group felt there was merit in this being conducted under Road 2000. It was agreed that Gordon would discuss funding with Dana Skelley and, in addition, gauge support from all London Borough’s for a lead authority approach if funding was not forthcoming from TfL.

Other national topics where London borough’s might benefit from development under the ROAD 2000 banner include:

London Framework for asset Management (Already being considered by LoTAG Group 2)

Development of UKPMS to take account of London’s dense urban network. (Note meeting at Richmond to consider local Rules & Parameters on 12th October 2004).

Highway Maintenance Procedure Manual.

Streetscape Design

Response to duties under The Traffic Management Act.

The draft report would be presented at the ROAD 2000 Seminar on 28th October 2004 allowing further opportunities to comment before publication of the strategy.

Street Lighting – Terry introduced his report and highlighted a number of topics. Responses to deregulation were posted on the OFGEM website. There had been a joint response from ILE London. Borough’s had been requested to update Appendix A of the reduced lighting inventory. So far there had been a poor response and London could again be criticised by the DfT if not fulfilled.  Area Forums had been set up with EDF to gain improvement to services. The first meeting of the Central Forum had proved very useful.

Footways Working Group – The range of work undertaken by this group had been set out in the latest Roads Board Letter. Stan Harvey represented LoTAG on this group but a replacement would be required by mid 2005.

UKPMS TSG – A London representative is still being sought

LoTAG Group 2 – The latest meeting was held on 5th October. It had been suggested that the Steering Group Meeting might precede the Group 2 meeting. The Steering Group agreed to maintain the status quo for the time being. The notes of future group 2 meetings to be distributed with this group’s agenda.
