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LoTAG Seminar 10th October 2002

LoTAG in partnership with the London Borough of Hammersmith & Fulham, lead borough for ROAD2000, organised a highway maintenance seminar to inform other London Borough’s on the status of the various condition assessment surveys that form part of the ROAD2000 project. 

The seminar was very well attended with 82 delegates representing 26 of London’s Boroughs, Transport for London, the Highways Agency, some Scottish Local Authorities, together with consultants and contractors involved in the survey process. 2 elected members from LB Bexley also attended.

The aim of the seminar was to update delegates on the results of the recently completed SCRIM and TTS surveys on London’s Principal Road Network (PRN), with discussion on the best way forward using machine surveys and the borough’s condition indices. The seminar helped to identify and formulate Best Practice in the interpretation of the results and the best way to use this information in the compilation of maintenance strategies. Condition and treatment maps for each London borough were on display in the anterooms to enable delegates to visually compare principal road condition.

The afternoon session, devoted to case studies, gave delegates an insight on how boroughs had made best use of the various condition indices to identify and programme highway maintenance.

The subsequent feedback has been extremely positive, delegates supporting LB H&F continuing to lead on the ROAD2000 project and developing Best Value practice on London’s PRN.
